1,000 children each year. Over 35,000 children have attended Camp Colton since it began and it continues to
deepen children’s understanding of science and northern Arizona’s natural environment through engaging
outdoor experiences. Kahtoola is a proud supporter of Camp Colton and has worked hand-in-hand with the
organization for many years to generate essential operating support for this unique environmental education
program.
